How It Works

Homeowner families are chosen according to their need; 

their ability to repay the no-profit, no-interest mortgage; 

and their willingness to work in partnership with Habitat.

ÅHouses are sold at no profit, with no interest on the mortgage. 

ÅHomeowners and volunteers build the houses under trained 

supervision.

ÅIndividuals, Corporations, Organizations and Church groups 

provide financial support. 

Three factors make Habitat houses affordable to the homeowner families

Basic criteria for family:

Need

Ability to Pay

Willingness to Partner



NEED:

Current housing structurally unsound

Overcrowding

Health concerns ïlead paint



ABILITY TO PAY:

Income between 25-50% of the median 

income for MSA

Steady source of income

Can be on disability

Any bankruptcy discharged for 1 year

Reasonable credit history



WILLINGNESS TO 

PARTNER:

250 sweat equity hours per adult

Maximum of 500 hours per household

Hours earned on any Habitat house

Credit for family financial courses

Hours earned by assisting Staff



Application Process

Fill out pre-screening brochure

Family Selection Committee reviews

Full application filled out

Credit Report requested

Family Selection Committee recommends

Board of Trustee approves

Family notified they are approved

Family starts saving $600 for closing
